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Big Idea:  As students begin to enter the “real world” of jobs, bills, families, etc., it is imperative that they learn the basics of creating a budget in order to live within their financial means.  
Lesson Plan Component:

Math instruction (budgeting) for high school student with ADD.

Modeling

Objectives:
This activity will use addition, subtraction, multiplication, division, algebra.  Objective will be to budget/live within one’s means.  

Materials:
See the 10 URL’s listed below.

Paper, pencil, calculator, computer with LibreOffice or Excel.  Student will also be provided with handouts showing examples of sample budgets. 

Anticipatory Set:

Develop practical understanding of a budget.  Involves taking into account limited resources.  Identifies needs versus wants.  Not only content learning goals and objectives, but also behavioral objectives.  This student, with ADD, may have the additional goal of working silently for 10 minutes without distraction.

Procedures:   Breaking down possible deductions into necessary and optional. Handouts: sample budget of different families (i.e.: where they live, do they have children, etc.).  Once completed, the student could work backwards in determining how much they would need to earn to maintain a certain lifestyle.  May lead to further discussion of what types of jobs and related salaries they should strive for.  Be detailed, but not rigid.

Closure:  Time for reflection.  Discuss real world importance of budgeting.  Tell student to bring any questions to next class.

Modifications/Accommodations:   All modifications/accommodations identified on Individualized Education Plans or 504 Plans are addressed.
45 Minute Timeline (in approximate minute breakdown)

0-5:  Let child get settled.  Put out books, supplies.  Try to get a feeling of his mental state of mind for learning.  If child is unable to mentally absorb a lesson, then this topic may be postponed to a different day.

5-15:  I present topic, provide handouts, and explain reasons why this learning objective is important.

15-20:  Along the lines of 10/2 (teacher talks for 10 minutes and student responds for 2 minutes), I am allowing for additional time for the child to explain back to me what is expected and to set up a general game plan.

20-30:  Allow the child to work on his own, asking questions if necessary.  I can be viewing the Excel work and/or written notes to insure the subject is being followed.

30-40:  We discuss the results.  I make corrections, provide suggestions, etc.

40-45:  Close books, put down pencils.  Talk for a few minutes about the real life importance of budgeting, prioritizing, fiscal responsibility.
